What comes to mind when we remember June? Her phenomenal
organisational skills, endless stream of ideas, elegant dress, friendliness and
cheery manner, her love of the theatre, the arts, travelling - and cake!

June became Chairman in July 2010. She wanted the Leatherhead
Community Association to offer a warm welcome and set to work to
improve the ambience of the Kirby Library and move the office from a small
room at the back of the building to its present position, a bright
office where Amy and Luisa welcome members, visitors and hirers.

Her term in office included the redecoration of the rooms for hire. New
whiteboards and pull-down projector screens were fitted. Each room was
renamed to reflect a person of note in the area. Wi-Fi was installed
throughout the building and the audio-visual system in the Abraham Dixon
Hall updated. The upstairs kitchen was modernised and in conjunction with
the Leatherhead Institute Trustees the Ladies had an update fit for the 21
century.

June was the driving force behind the art installation on the facade which
was created by the young people of Leatherhead and the Fire and Iron
Gallery in 2012 to celebrate the Diamond Jubilee of Queen Elizabeth I, the
Olympic Road Cycle Race through Leatherhead and 120 years of the
Leatherhead Institute.



June was involved in areas too numerous to list. She was founder Chairman
of the Arts Society Leatherhead (formerly NADFAS), where she went on to
be National Chairman, member of Mole Valley Heritage Committee, Surrey
Hills Society, Friends of Leatherhead Parish Church and a former Governor
at Therfield School to name just a few. In 2016 June was presented with the
British Empire Medal for services to the community in Surrey in the QueenQ
90" Birthday Honours List.

A driving force in Mole Valley, and particularly Leatherhead, June will be
greatly missed.

A donation has been made on behalf of LCA members to the Princess Alice
Hospice in memory of June.

UNKNOWN BERMONDGSGNDON WAL K
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On Thursday 26 October, 36 LCA members met at Bermondsey
Underground Station to meet our Blue Badge Guides, Ann and Aaron and
explore this part of Wnknown LondonQ &

Within minutes of leaving the bustling Jamaica Road, we were in the Wilson
Grove conservation area, a leafy and peaceful residential development of
low-rise cottages, incredibly just a stoneQthrow from the Thames! Built as a
garden city by the council in the 1920s (a radical housing policy in response
to clearing some four acres of condemned slums), most are now in private
ownership having been bought under subsequent Right to BuyQegislation.
They are now extremely desirable residences - if you can get your hands on
one.

From there we walked through Cherry Gardens to Bermondsey Wall East
with its wonderful views across the Thames to Wapping, downriver to
Canary Wharf and upriver to Tower Bridge and the new skyscrapers of the
City of London. Garden Barge Square, home to around 100 barge-dwellers,
with its floating gardens, shrubs and trees all gently bobbing on the Thames,
was a curious sight!

We progressed on to Shad Thames, full of features dating back to Victorian
times, with its Grade Il listed warehouses, cobbled street and overhead iron
bridges. This was once the heart of the trade of the city, where dockers
unloaded sacks of grain and women worked in the food factories. Work was
hard, intermittent and poorly paid. Now the area has been transformed
housing upmarket shops and expensive apartments. Likewise, the
magnificent warehouses of ButlerQ Wharf, which previously stored exotic
commodities such as tea and coffee, are now home to modern restaurants
and bars.

Turning away from the river, our route took us through the Alfred Salter
memorial playground and we learned about Alfred and Ada Salter@Q
Bermondsey of the late 1800s. Alfred established his medical practice here
and, together with Ada, one of LondonQ@ first female councillors, they
worked to alleviate the effects of poverty and ilFhealth in the borough.
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Alfred set up adult health education classes and chose to offer his services
free to those who could not pay, thus pioneering the forerunner to the NHS.
Ada ran classes for poor girls living in the area. The group size was capped at
14 and she taught them everything from sewing to chess. The saddest part
of their story was that their only child, Joyce, died just before her 8"
birthday when a scarlet fever epidemic swept through the slums.

From there, our walk took us along Tanner Street and through
Leathermarket Gardens; names which reflect a time when Bermondsey was
the leather-making centre of the country and we heard all about the
unsavoury process of tanning leather in the late 1700s!

The final leg of our walk took us past the foot of the Shard, before
concluding in the square at Guy@ and St ThomasQHospital. Another
interesting story revealed the history of Thomas Guy — a bookseller who
founded GuyQ hospital in 1721. It was here that Ann left us to explore the
foodie delights of Borough Market saying,

Lucy Quinnell owns and manages Fire and lron
Gallery. Her family have been involved in
English ironworking since the 1500s. Her
grandfather founded the forge on the site in the

1930s. Her father Richard Quinnell was awarded an MBE for his work in
reviving an otherwise dying craft. Under his leadership, the forge produced
such items as the gates to the Globe Theatre, the coat of arms for the
British Embassy in Rome, the Ivegate Arch in Bradford and the iron art
installation on the Institute.

Lucy has developed the Fire and Iron Gallery into a lively exhibition space
where leading artists and creators display and sell their work and where
tens of thousands of visitors come each year to enjoy and purchase great
metal work.

She herself still creates and designs. In 2008 Lucy won first prize for her Fire
and lron Garden at the RHS Hampton Court Palace Flower Show. She went
on to design and produce ironwork for five more gardens.
